Couple the voice of Duncanville Internet station [12:00 AM CST on Thursday, January 3, 2008]

For Jean and Erik Jones, owning a 24-hour Internet radio station means more than just offering music to their listeners' ears. Jean
and Erik Jones operate a 24-hour Internet radio station from Duncanville. Creating www.kgcmradio.com 'provided us the opportunity
to reach a broader listening audience,' she says.

It's about honoring what the KGCM call letters represent: gospel, community and music. The childhood friends, who own and
operate the Duncanville-based station, opened their doors, and the doors to www.kgcmradio .com, in 2006.

In addition to eight years of experience as a wife and mother of two, Jean Jones has two decades of radio industry know-how. Ms.
Jones is now the owner, operator, program manager and morning show host.

Supporting his wife's vision, Mr. Jones, the station's general manager, decided to take a leap of faith to learn the business.
Programming more than a dozen shows daily for an average of 15,000-plus listeners, Ms. Jones says having her husband by her
side has been a definite positive.

"We have so many common interests, operating the station together just comes naturally," said Ms. Jones. "l am blessed he has the
faith and courage to support my vision." Ms. Jones, whose radio career began at KKDA-AM (730), has worked with KGGR-AM
(1040) and "The ARK" KFCD-AM (990).

"Creating an Internet station provided us the opportunity to reach a broader listening audience," Ms. Jones said. "Our priority is
adhering to God's word, being accountable to our listeners by being of service to the community."

Hosting The Chaplain Morning Show from 9 a.m. to noon weekdays is just one of Ms. Jones' responsibilities. Mr. Jones, who is also
the founder of On Point Ministries, says he has embraced the challenges of his first year in radio because of the training he has
received.

"I have had an excellent teacher," said Mr. Jones, who hosts On Point with E.J. The couple, who are both 41, say the radio station
and ministry go hand in hand.

"My first boss is the Lord; my second boss is the community we serve out of the trenches continually," said Ms. Jones, who added
that the station aims to provide an avenue for young people and artists. "We are dedicated to being a holistic station."

The station lists a variety of shows hosted by pastors and entrepreneurs such as 20-year radio veteran Billy Bowles, host of the
Industry Round Table, from 11 a.m. to 1 p.m. Saturdays.

"My show caters to those who have an interest in the record industry,” Mr. Bowles said. "I saturate my shows with knowledge from
record label executives, publicists, entertainment attorneys and even pastors, who all play an intricate part of this evolving industry."

Mr. Bowles says working with the station owners is more than just an opportunity. "They plug their faith into the station, the
community, and they're on so many different levels where we all benefit in the end," he said. "And that is, adhering to the word of
God."
